Kochani is located on the east part of Repub-
lic of Macedonia, 120 km away from Skopje. It is
spread on the northern side of Kochani Valley
along the banks of Kochani river, right where it
leaves the mountain slopes and flows through the
valley. The town has southern placement towards
the roots of Osogovo mountains. The Kochani val-
ley on the other side, 8 km along, is closed by the
mountain Plachkovica .
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There is a magistral road passing through the
town, and through it the town is connected with
Shtip (30 km) and Veles (70 km), and then it enters
on the expressway Skopje-Gevgelija which is the
connection with the Central part of Macedonia.
Kochani is a crossroad of many regional roads by
which it is connected with the nearest towns on
east: Vinica (10 km), Makedonska Kamenica (30
km), Delcevo (55 km), Berovo (60 km), The Bulgar-
ian border (65 km), and on the west it is connect-
ed with Probishtip (36 km) and Kratovo (48 km).

The railway line is established in 1926, and it
connects Kochani with Shtip - Veles -Skopje.

cellent nature characteristics, the territory of
Kochani was inhabited from ancient times, first
from the Peons, Meds and Traks, and to the end of
VI century was inhabited by the Slavs. In VII cen-
tury, members of the tribe Smoljani has colonized
Kochani valley and built a fortification there.

The founders of the Slavic education, broth-
ers Kiril and Metodij from 844 to 855 stayed in
Bregalnica region, Morobizdon, when they start-
ed preaching Christianity and Slavic language.

In written document the name of Kochani first
time was mentioned in 1337 Since the end of XIV
century, Kochani was under Ottoman Empire.

Before The Second World War Kochani was
just a small provincial town, mentioned because
of its rice production. Population’s main activity
was agriculture.

Kochani has the Monument of Liberty as a
symbol of all uprisings and battles, fights, revolu-
tions and sacrifices for the liberty. It is a master-
piece of the artist Gligor Chemerski, built in 1981,
and it is the biggest mosaic monument in Europe,
on the top of our memorial art.

Today our town lives with the challenges of
contemporary life and generally it is enlarged to
the East, where the town almost reaches the first
houses of Orizari and to the West spreading over
the industrial zone, that gives linear extension
scheme of the town.

Kochani lays on the higgest geothermal reser-
voir of the Balkan Peninsula. Kochani geothermal
region or the Podlog-Banja bearing, is located
on the Northeastern part of Republic of Mace-
donia, exactly among 41° 40’ and 42° 00’ north
geographic amplitude and 22° 00’ and 22° 30’ east
geographic longitude. On the basis of complete
performed interdisciplinary explore works it is
certificated as one of world’s biggest not mag-
matic springs of geothermal water, with total bal-
anced static reserves from 150 million m3, with
middle temperature of 75° C. From chemical side
of view this geothermal water is sodium bicarbon-
ate, with pH value from 7, not aggressive in closed
system. The presence of Selenium, Fluorine and
other elements is in the permissible limits and
gives special performances to water for its usage
and drinking.

Since February 2011, the geothermal water
from the system Dolni Podlog-Kochani has been
used and has been returned to the land again.
The so called doublet system provides rational

and ecological threat of the geothermal prospec-
tive. With the modernization, its capacity was
enlarged with new 50 liters hot water in sec. or
350 thousand m? water with temperature from
75°, for a year. Cubic water like this energetically
substitutes 4.2 kg of petroleum jelly. Now the geo-
thermal energy is used for heating 20 ha glass-
houses in Kochansko Pole, heating three schools,
the Trial Court and the Sports hall.

The first investigations of this source were in
1980, when the first pump was dug out. In last
three years there were made two pumps, with
total capacity of 300 liters in second. According
to the studies of the American company ,Geoter-
maks“ and the Austrian consortium ARGE GTM,
the water in the Kochani geothermal reservoir
owns exclusively favorable chemical characteris-
tics.

GEOTHERMAL WATERS

The researches on this source show that on
dept of about 2000 m there are certain reserves
of water with 114° C temperature that can make
enough pressure for activation of turbines for
electricity production with power between 3.2
and 5 megawatts or approximately as the electric-
ity production of two small Macedonian hydro
stations.

North of Kochani there are the Osogovo moun-
tains, a massive, second by area in Republic of
Macedonia, with its highest peak Ruen, 2252 m.
This mountain is reach with beech forest; sub-
alpine grass pastures and bushes of juniper trees,
with mountain rivers and streams and with flora
and fauna. This mountain is identified in the in-
dicative card of the Pan - European ecological
network of South East Europe as an important
ecological corridor for deer game, and it is ac-
knowledged as an important vegetation area.

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Only 20 km north of Kochani, in the embrace
of Osogovo mountains, on 1580 m above the sea
level high, the tourist locality Ponikva is situated.
There are accommodation capacities and sport
objects built. Ponikva is mostly visited during the
winter. The funs of the white sports, have two
ski-lifts on disposal. The monastery ,St. Vasilij
Veliki“ was built on Ponikva.

The most attractive part of the Osogovo
mountains scope is the hunting reservoir rich
with high trophy deer: ordinary deer roebucks,
mouflon deers and wild boars. The reservoir is
spread on 1.300 ha and it is popular among the
sport hunters.

Near the crossroad of the municipalities Ko-
chani, Kriva Palanka and Kratovo, on altitude
above sea level from 2.085 m the peak Carev
Vrv is rising, the second high peak of Osogovo
mountain, where snow cover is held more than 6
months in the year. From the slopes of Carev Vrv
one of the most beautiful mountain rivers, Modra
Reka, rises. This river is a domicile of the river
trout.

OAK- BELI

On the northern side of the village Beli, one
of the oldest oaks in Europe is located on one of
the nearest hills. The volume of the tree is about
10 m, and the span of the branches is almost 100
m. From a distance the oak looks like a hand with
five fingers outspread. This oak is approximately
about 7 centuries old.

Near this hundred years old oak the monastery
,Sveti Ilija“ was built, and the regional commu-
nity made it an attractive tourist locality.

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6 km northern from Kochani, the accumula-
tion Gratche on the Kochani river was built, on
465 m altitude above sea level. This accumulation
is 2,1 km long, and 0,35 km wide.

The lake is situated in an extraordinary land-
scape canyon with very attractive environment
and rich vegetation.

The water from the artificial lake is used for
irrigation and for industrial aims. There is a per-
fect nature ambient created with this lake and
it is used for recreation, fishing and vacation.
Gratche is a popular tourist locality, and together
with the motel located on the coast of the lake
offer perfect conditions for resting and pleasure.

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In the Pantelej village, 12 km away from Ko-
chani, the monastery complex ,Sveti Pantele-
jmon“ is located. The monastery complex de-
serves a special treatment. The oldest church
in this compex ,is the monastery church ,Sveta
Bogorodica“ built in 1872, on the basis of an old
church from XIV century, and next to it there
is the monastery ,Sveti Pantelejmon®, built in
1875. The fresco paintings and part of the icons
are made by the famous painter Dimitrija Paprad-
ishki. 44 icons made by the same artist are put
under protection. In the reach monastery library,
books printed in 1872 can be found.
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
